Who are we?

 
The Partnership’s membership include representatives from further education colleges, the social services departments of Ceredigion, Powys and Merionydd [Gwynedd] Local Authorities and service providers in the voluntary and independent sectors throughout Mid-Wales.
 
Where to we operate?

 
The Partnership’s activities cover all of Powys, Merionydd and Ceredigion.
 
What are we trying to achieve?

 
The Partnership is working towards the Welsh Assembly Government’s vision of a one-sector, one-workforce and seeks to tackle the workforce issues facing all service providers in Mid Wales.  The Partnership’s Open Meetings provide a forum for all employers within the social care sector to voice their views and concerns about current challenges facing the sector.
 
Recruitment – As you may know, there is a shortage of suitably trained staff across the whole range of posts in social care in Mid-Wales.  The Partnership is currently raising the profile of a career in Social Care and telling the public about the benefits of working in the social care sector. The Partnership is working closely with Job Centre Plus to inform career and employment advisers throughout in Mid-Wales about the opportunities within the social care sector.

In addition, we will be visiting local Job Centres and using our recruitment minibus to visit local supermarkets and some of the local summer rural shows.
 
Retention – Once recruited, it is important that all Staff have the necessary qualifications with which to step up the career ladder and it is the Partnership’s intention to establish clear career pathways for all those working in the sector. 

Education and Training – With the introduction of Care Council Wales’ Codes of Practice and Minimum Standards, it is essential that all Staff are trained to meet the requirements of new legislation and regulations.  Working together, the Partnership is able to offer high-quality, cost-effective, and even some free, training to service providers in the Mid-Wales area.
 
Information and Practice Sharing – The Social Care sector is becoming more structured with the introduction of new regulations and legislation. The Partnership’s regular Open Meetings offer an excellent opportunity for service providers to learn about innovations in social care and to discuss good practice and share information.  Service 
Providers’ views and concerns can then be fed into consultation processes of local and national governments.
