2.2. Centre for social carework research (cscr)
The Centre for Social Carework Research, is a new and dynamic research facility based at the University of Wales, Swansea. Staff undertake high quality, relevant research about the social care workforce, its development, evolution and performance.  Including the relationship between workforce issues and service user outcomes.  
CSCR offers a unique facility in Wales, and has strong links with policy makers and key officers in the field, as well as with similar centres in the UK, Europe, Australia and North America.

Formally established in March, 2007 the Centre is expanding rapidly under the direction of Professor Peter Huxley and Dr Sherrill Evans. CSCR has already provided new evidence on ‘Training, quality of care and outcomes in residential homes for older people’ (for CSSIW), on International Recruitment within ‘Social Services Departments’ (for CCW), and on the ‘Development of a Social Inclusion Index’ (for the DH). 

Some of you may be contacted about current projects, which include studies of the composition of Community Mental Health Teams, international recruitment in independent sector services and training for international recruits in Wales. 

The Centre has recently attracted new funding, and a skills audit of Foster Carers in Wales, and studies of high impact changes in social care, and team culture, climate and composition in older people’s teams, are about to commence.
